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Future Simple 
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Objective: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
Understand the concept of the Future Simple tense.
Form and use sentences in the Future Simple tense.
Engage in reading comprehension related to future events.
Apply their knowledge in real-life scenarios through role-play activities.

Feel free to adapt and modify these activities according to the needs and proficiency level of your EFL class.

Materials:
Whiteboard and markers
Worksheets (to be found at the bottom of the document)
Reading passage handout
Role-play scenario cards 
Duration: Approximately 60 minutes


Introduction (15 minutes):
Begin by discussing the concept of the future with the students. Ask questions like, "What do you think you will do tomorrow?" or "What will you do on the weekend?" This will introduce the idea of talking about future actions.

Introduce the Future Simple tense by explaining that it is used to talk about actions that will happen in the future. Write a simple sentence on the board, such as "I will eat ice cream tomorrow."

Future Simple Tense (25 minutes):
Write several examples of Future Simple tense sentences on the board, such as:
She will go to the park.
They will not visit the museum.
Will he play basketball?
Have students take turns creating their own Future Simple tense sentences on the board, then use handouts

Reading Passage (20 minutes):
Hand out a simple reading passage about a future event. For example:
Text: "Tom's Weekend Plans" A1-A2
Tom is a young boy who is looking forward to the weekend. He has some exciting plans, and he can't wait for Saturday and Sunday.
On Saturday, Tom will go to the park. He will play football with his friends, and they will have a picnic under a big tree. Tom will also bring his kite, and he will fly it high in the sky.
On Sunday, Tom will visit his grandparents. He will help his grandma bake cookies in the morning. Then, in the afternoon, he will go for a walk with his grandpa and listen to his stories about the old days.
Tom is sure that the weekend will be fantastic, full of fun and love.

Questions:
1.What will Tom do on Saturday?
2.Who will Tom play soccer with?
3.What will Tom do under the big tree?
4.What will Tom bring to the park?
5.What will Tom do with his kite?
6.What will Tom do on Sunday morning?
7.Who will Tom visit on Sunday?
8.What will Tom do with his grandma in the morning?
9.What will Tom do with his grandpa in the afternoon?
10.How does Tom feel about the weekend?

Role-Play Scenario Cards (15 minutes):
Divide the class into small groups and provide each group with a role-play scenario card related to future plans (e.g., planning a weekend trip, deciding what to do on a holiday).
In their groups, students should act out the scenarios using the Future Simple tense to make plans and decisions.
Samples of Scenarios:
Scenario 1: Making Weekend Plans
Characters: Student A and Student B
Student A: Hi, Student B! What are you doing this weekend?
Student B: I don't know. What about you?
Student A: I will go to the beach on Saturday. Do you want to come?
Student B: That sounds fun! What time will you go?
Student A: I will go at 10 AM. Will you join me?
Student B: Yes, I will. I can't wait!

Scenario 2: Planning a Movie Night
Characters: Friend A and Friend B
Friend A: Hey, Friend B! We should watch a movie this weekend.
Friend B: Great idea! What movie will we watch?
Friend A: I will bring my favorite action movie.
Friend B: I don't like action movies. How about a comedy?
Friend A: Sure, I will find a funny one. What time will you come over?
Friend B: I will come at 7 PM. Will you make popcorn?
Friend A: Yes, I will. It will be a fantastic movie night!

Scenario 3: Scheduling a Playdate
Characters: Child A and Child B
Child A: Hi, Child B! Do you want to play at the park on Sunday?
Child B: Yes, I do! What time will we go?
Child A: We will go at 2 PM. Will you bring your soccer ball?
Child B: Of course! I will bring it. What will we play first?
Child A: We will play on the swings first. It will be so much fun!

These role-play scenarios help beginners practice using the Future Simple tense to make plans and arrangements for future activities in a conversational context. You can adapt them as needed and encourage students to use "will" to talk about their future actions.
After each role-play, ask a representative from each group to share what they discussed.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
Review the use of the Future Simple tense and ask students to share their experiences during the role-play activities.
Assign homework or provide additional exercises for practice.

Assessment: Monitor students' participation during activities and their ability to form and use sentences in the Future Simple tense.
