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Ordinal Numbers and Dates 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Objective: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
Understand and use ordinal numbers to describe the order of items.
Express and comprehend dates correctly using ordinal numbers.

Introduction (15 minutes):

Show a calendar or visual representation of a month and point to specific dates, asking students to say the date using ordinal numbers (e.g., "What is the date on the 10th?").
