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Present Perfect Tense

Objective: By the end of the lesson, students will be able to understand and use the Present Perfect tense to describe past actions or experiences with a focus on the connection to the present.

Feel free to adapt and modify these activities based on the needs and proficiency level of your EFL class.

Materials:
Whiteboard and markers
Worksheets 
Reading passages
Sentence prompts for speaking activity
Writing prompts for writing activity
Handouts (to be found at the bottom of the document)


Warm-up (10 minutes):
Start with a discussion about recent activities. For example, "What's something interesting you've done recently?"
Write a couple of sentences using the Present Perfect tense on the board and ask students to identify the structure and tense used.
Introduction (10 minutes):
Present the structure of the Present Perfect tense:
Subject + have/has + past participle
Explain that the Present Perfect tense is used to describe actions or experiences that happened at an indefinite time in the past but have a connection to the present.
Provide examples on the board and explain how the tense is used for unfinished time periods, recent events, and experiences.

Reading Activity (15 minutes):
Distribute a short reading passage containing examples of Present Perfect sentences.
Have students read the passage individually and underline or highlight the Present Perfect sentences.
Discuss the content of the passage as a class and confirm the examples of the Present Perfect tense.

Text 1 
Travel Adventures A2-B1
Have you ever dreamed of exploring the world? The Present Perfect tense is a great way to talk about your travel experiences and adventures.
Episode 1:
I have visited Paris twice in the last five years. The Eiffel Tower was absolutely breathtaking, and the local cuisine was unforgettable.
Episode 2:
She has never been to Asia before. However, she has always wanted to try authentic Asian street food and immerse herself in different cultures.
Episode 3:
Our family has recently returned from an incredible road trip across the country. We saw breathtaking landscapes and met fascinating people along the way.

Questions for Discussion:

4.Have you ever learned a new skill that you are proud of?
Feel free to use this text for reading, comprehension, and discussion activities in your lesson on the Present Perfect tense. You can also adapt the questions to prompt further discussions and reflections among your students.

Interactive Activity (15 minutes):
Divide the class into pairs or small groups.
Provide each group with sentence prompts related to recent experiences. For example:
1.Have you ever traveled to another country?
2.Have you ever tried a new sport?
3.Have you ever met a famous person?
Each group discusses the prompts, sharing their experiences using the Present Perfect tense.

Practice Exercises (20 minutes):
Give students handouts with sentences that need to be completed using the Present Perfect tense.
Include a mix of positive, negative, and question sentences.
Review the answers together as a class.

Writing Activity (15 minutes):
Provide writing prompts related to personal experiences that have a connection to the present. For example:
Write about a skill you have learned recently.
Describe a place you have visited that left a lasting impression.
Students write short paragraphs using the Present Perfect tense.

Wrap-up (5 minutes):
Summarize the key points of the lesson and check if students understand the Present Perfect tense and its usage.

Homework (Optional):
Assign homework exercises that provide further practice with forming and using the Present Perfect tense.

Assessment:
Observe students' participation in discussions, accuracy in completing exercises, and the quality of their writing.

Create a role-play activity where students interact in various situations using the Present Perfect tense.
Ask students to prepare short presentations about significant experiences they've had.
