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Stative Verbs
Objective: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to identify and use stative verbs in sentences, understand their role in English grammar, and differentiate them from dynamic verbs.
Duration: 45-60 minutes

Feel free to adapt and modify these activities according to the needs and proficiency level of your EFL class.

Materials:
Whiteboard and markers or a digital whiteboard
Handouts - a reading passage and worksheets
Dialogues cards (optional)

Introduction (10 minutes):
Begin the lesson by writing the following sentence on the board: "She has a beautiful voice."
Ask the students if they notice anything unusual about the verb "has" in this sentence. Encourage them to share their observations.

Explain that today's lesson is about stative verbs, and this sentence contains one. Stative verbs are verbs that describe a state or condition, rather than an action. They typically do not show a specific beginning or ending.

Explanation (15 minutes):
4. Provide a clear definition of stative verbs:
Stative verbs describe states, emotions, feelings, possession, senses, thoughts, and other non-action situations.
They are often used to talk about things that are constant or ongoing.
Write a list of common stative verbs on the board:
love, like, hate, have, belong, understand, seem, know, prefer, want, need, think, feel, see, hear, smell, taste, etc.
Explain that stative verbs are not usually used in the progressive (continuous) form. Give an example: "I am knowing the answer" is incorrect; instead, we say "I know the answer."

Reading activity (15 minutes)
Read the text, identify the stative verbs and answer the questions.

Practice (15 minutes):
7. Distribute a worksheet with sentences containing both stative and dynamic verbs. Ask students to identify and circle the stative verbs.
Review the worksheet as a class, discussing the correct answers.

Dialogues/Role-Play Scenarios (15 minutes - Optional):
9. To reinforce the concept, create role-play scenarios for pairs or small groups of students. Provide each group with a scenario card that includes both stative and dynamic verb situations. Have them act out the scenarios while focusing on using stative verbs correctly.

Homework (if applicable):
12. Assign homework exercises or ask students to write a short paragraph using stative verbs correctly.

Conclusion (5 minutes):
13. Summarize the key points of the lesson, emphasizing the distinction between stative and dynamic verbs. Encourage students to practice using stative verbs in their everyday English conversations.

By the end of this lesson, students should have a good understanding of stative verbs and be able to use them accurately in their spoken and written English.

Reading Passage

Questions:
1.What kind of job does Mary have?
2.What does Mary own?

4.When did Mary's passion for gardening begin?
5.What does Mary remember about her grandmother's garden?
6.Who lives with Mary currently?
7.How does Max like to spend time with Mary?
8.What does Luna prefer to do?
9.Why do Mary's friends often ask her for advice?
10.How does Mary feel about helping others with their gardens?

Role-Play Dialogues and Scenarios
Encourage groups to play the dialogues, then make up share their own scenarios with the class and identify the stative verbs they used.
Dialogue 1: Buying Flowers
Characters: Customer (C) and Florist (F)
C: (Approaches the florist's shop) Good afternoon! I'm looking for some flowers for a special occasion.
F: Good afternoon! Of course, I can help you. What kind of flowers do you usually like?
C: Well, I love roses, but I also appreciate lilies.
F: Great choices! We have some beautiful roses and lilies today. How many roses would you like?
C: I think I'll take a dozen red roses, please.
F: (Picks up the roses) These roses smell amazing, and they'll make a wonderful gift.

Dialogue 2: Visiting a Friend
Characters: Friend 1 (F1) and Friend 2 (F2)
F1: (Knocks on the door) Hi there! How are you?
F2: (Opens the door) Hi! I'm doing well. Come on in.
F1: Your house always feels so cozy.
F2: Thank you! I have a lot of warm blankets and comfy furniture.
F1: I like the paintings on your wall. They're so colorful.
F2: Thanks! I appreciate art, and I always prefer vibrant colors.

Dialogue 3: Morning Routine
Characters: Roommates A (A) and B (B)
A: (Entering the kitchen) Good morning! How are you today?
B: (Sipping coffee) Good morning! I'm good. The coffee smells great, doesn't it?
A: (Nods) Yes, it does. I love the smell of freshly brewed coffee.
B: I know, it always makes me feel awake and alert.
A: (Pouring cereal) I have some cereal here if you want some.
B: Thanks, I prefer toast with butter in the morning.

Example scenario:
Scenario: A customer at a coffee shop complaining about the coffee.
Stative verb: "I don't like this coffee; it tastes terrible."

These role-play scenarios allow students to practice using stative verbs naturally in conversations. You can modify them or create additional scenarios to suit the needs and level of your students.
