Objective:
By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
Use the present tense of the verb "to be" correctly in affirmative and negative sentences.
Form questions using "to be" in the present tense.
Engage in reading, speaking, and role-play activities to reinforce their understanding of "to be" in the present tense.

Feel free to adapt and modify these activities based on the needs and proficiency level of your EFL class.

Materials:
Whiteboard and markers.
Handouts with reading passages.
Flashcards with the verb "to be."
Small slips of paper with role-play scenarios.
A timer or stopwatch.

Handouts are to be found at the bottom of the document.

Warm-up (15 minutes):
Begin with a simple introduction to the verb "to be."
Write "I am," "You are," "He/She/It is," "We are," "They are" on the board.
Explain that these are forms of the verb "to be" in the present tense.
Practice pronunciation and intonation for each form.
Use flashcards to reinforce understanding.

Reading Passage (15 minutes) A1:
Distribute handouts with a simple reading passage that uses the verb "to be" in present tense sentences. For example:

Write example sentences on the board, mixing affirmative and negative forms. For example:
I am a student. (Affirmative)
You are not late. (Negative)
They are happy. (Affirmative)
She is not here. (Negative)
Have students work in pairs to create their own sentences, both affirmative and negative, using the verb "to be" and present tense.
