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Verbs
Level: Beginner
Duration: 45 minutes
Objective:
Understand what verbs are.
Identify verbs in sentences.
Read a simple passage and answer questions about verbs.

Feel free to adapt and modify these activities according to the needs and proficiency level of your EFL class.

Materials:
Whiteboard and markers or a digital whiteboard.
Handouts with a simple reading passage and questions, worksheets (provided below).
Individual whiteboards or notebooks for students.
Projector or screen for presentations.



Warm-Up (5 minutes):
Begin by writing a few sentences on the board without verbs. For example: "The cat. The sun. The cake."
Ask students if they notice anything missing from these sentences.

Explanation (10 minutes):
Define verbs as action words. Explain that verbs show what someone or something does.
Write examples of verbs on the board, such as "run," "jump," "eat," "sleep," "read," and "sing."
Some verbs however show not an action but a feeling like “want”, “like”, or ideas like “think”

Examples (10 minutes):
Create sentences on the board and ask students to identify the verbs. For example:
"The dog runs in the park."
"She eats an apple."
"We were at the park yesterday."
Encourage students to share their answers and identify the verbs in each sentence.

Practice (10 minutes):
Provide a list of verbs on the board or handout, and ask students to create their own sentences using these verbs. For example, use verbs like "dance," "sing," "play," and "swim."
Have students share their sentences with the class.
